The chart on page one describes the annual tax status of the fund’s distributions. Qualified dividends are defined as dividends from shares in domestic corporations and
certain qualified foreign corporations which have been held for at least a specified minimum period of time, known as a holding period. A nonqualified dividend is one that
doesn’t meet IRS requirements to qualify for a lower tax rate. These dividends are also known as ordinary dividends and are taxed as ordinary income. Long-term capital
gains tax is a tax on profits from the sale of an asset held for more than a year. The tax rate on such a gain is lower than that of a short-term capital gain held for less than a
year.
